Red Line Play
Key messages: 
1.	Any behavior of a sexual nature or sexual exploitation is not acceptable.
2.	If an aid worker or any other service provider touches the private parts of your body you have to express your objection, shout, run away, and finally tell someone you trust.
Story Characters:
1- Mother
2- Basem
3- Lana
Script:
Basem returned one day, happy, singing with a little bit loud voice
Green Line Means Walk 		Red Line Means Don’t
Watch-Out, Watch-Out     	Who thinks always survives

Mother: Hello Basem, I see you happy today.
Basem: Today the teacher at the school taught us the traffic light song, which is very beautiful, and I enjoy repeating it all the way. The teacher also told us that the traffic light is a red line, and we should not cross the red lines.
Mother: Well done Basem, the traffic light is a red line, and there are other things that are a red line for us
Basem: More red lines, mom, like what?
Mother: I’ll tell you later.
Then Basem went out playing with his friends, and after a while he went back in a hurry shouting, Mother, Mother.
Mother: Basem, What’s wrong?
Basem: I saw our neighbor Uncle Bassem paint his car red and say in a loud voice, the place where I park my car is a red line, and he was angry, so why is the place where his car is a red line, Mom?
Mother: Because the place of the car belongs to him and no one should approach it.
Basem: So tell me, mom, what are the red lines that you said you would tell me about? Is it just the traffic light and the location of the car of Uncle Bassem
The mother: No, Basem, there are other red lines, such as the house. Can a stranger approach someone's house or enter it without the permission of the owner of the house
Bassem: No, mother, we should not allow strangers to approach our house
Mother: Well done Bassem, your body is also a red line and you should not allow anyone to touche it
Bassem surprised: my body! My body is a red line! I don't understand mom
Bassem also: Do you mean that if someone tries to hit me, I will hit him? Or complain to the teacher
Mother: I didn't mean that Bassem
Bassem: What do you mean, mom
Mother: Your body has private parts that no one should see or touch
Here Lana paid attention to the conversation and asked her mother
Lana said: Are these parts only for Bassem
Mother: No, Lana, each of us has these parts, and each person must be careful and not allow others to reach or touch them, especially strangers
Lana: I see what you mean mom. Do you mean that no one should touch us when you are not with us
Mother: Yes, Lana, you should not allow anyone to reach you, and if someone tries to touch you in an annoying way, do not be afraid, be strong and scream loudly and run away and come and tell me or your father or even the school principal and we will protect you from him, and do not accept gifts and sweets from a stranger and do not allow anyone By driving you home without your father and me knowing
Bassem: Mom, now we understand what the red lines are
Lana: We promise to be strong and if someone tries to touch us, we will scream loudly and run away.

Bassem and Lana then went to their rooms to complete their homework
