iv) They observe PSEA is difficult to implement at the grassroots due to poverty by individual families

Minutes 4: Community resolution
The community came up with the resolution and lesson learnt;
a) All families and community members to be sensitize and educated on their rights towards PSEA through door to door awareness campaign
b) Awareness raising on the dangers of PSEA be done Bi-weekly I schools and community levels
c) Video scripts and presentation be given to the beneficiaries monthly to ease understanding and knowledge.
d) Law enforcement agencies should implement SEA cases upon report reaching them
e) Provision of more awareness raising materials to printed and distributed to all payams and bomas to ease awareness raising by community protection committees
f) More funding period should be added in order for the program to reach all payams and bomas
